On Wednesday,  March 9, 2016 at approximately 8:53pm the Middletown Police 
Department received a 911 call.  The called stated that he had been stabbed and that there 
was a stabbing going on. 
 
Officer arrived on scene to find several people leaving the area.  Jacob Brown who was 
later arrested was found with a cut and blood on his shirt. 
 
Two victims were also found, the 911 caller with a non-life threatening injury was 
transported to Middlesex Hospital and a second victim with multiple stab wounds was 
transported to Hartford Hospital.  The second victim was conscious and alert. 
 
Jacob Brown was in the victim’s apartment with several people (family and friends) Brown 
started to argue with the victim.  The victim told Brown to leave because he appeared to be 
intoxicated.  A physical altercation ensued and the victim was stabbed.  The second victim 
tried to break up the fight.  The first victim fled the apartment and called 911.  Brown and his 
friend then turned the assault on the second victim.  Brown allegedly stabbed the second 
victim several times.  Edward Atkinson, who was also arrested, was involved in the assault.
