1.0 OPEN MEETING
Chair Joe Samolis opened the Eckersley Hall Building Committee meeting at 6:00 PM at the
Park & Recreation Department office.

2.0 APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chair Samolis asked for approval of the May 12, 2014 minutes. Annabelle Malone made the
motion to accept, seconded by Augie DeFrance. The vote to approve was unanimous.

3.0 FINANCIAL REPORT

FINANCIAL STATEMENT

Beth presented the financial report. Expenses since the previous meeting included the
secretary/assistant position and pre-approved payments to MA+M and SP+A. Moved by Augie
DeFrance and seconded by Ed Monarca, the financial report acceptance passed unanimously.

BUDGET ITEMS

The committee received an invoice dated 5/01/14 from SP+A for one item in the current
purchase order: $5,956 for the Construction Phase (8%). Ed Dypa made the motion to accept,
seconded by Larry Riley. The vote to approve payment was unanimous.

Beth reported that MA&M CO #2 was actually for $26,120, less than the amount approved
originally by the committee, due to a math error. Moved by Augie DeFrance and seconded by
Annabelle Malone, the amended change order passed unanimously.

Bob Dobmeier stated that IMTL had tested the concrete and requested $424 for these first tests.
Larry Riley moved, and Ed Monarca seconded, a motion to pay this charge. The vote to approve
payment was unanimous.

Steve June presented an invoice from MA&M dated 6/09/14 for a total of $523,048.15, which
included a broad range of work. Ed Dypa made the motion to accept, seconded by Larry Riley.
The vote to approve payment was unanimous.

4.0 PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no comments. Ed Dypa moved to close the public comment period. Seconded by
Augie DeFrance, the vote to approve was unanimous.
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5.0 NEW BUSINESS

ARESCO CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULE AND UPDATE

Joe Aresco reported that everything was going well, both inside and outside. Site work
continued, light pole bases were in, he had started bocce court, the roof was finished, and gutters
were completed. He was working on trim upstairs, doors had arrived, the interior stair shaft was
sheetrocked and they were priming walls. The elevator was installed and the cab was working.
Paneling arrived. Bathroom walls were all tiled. Some ceilings in upper rooms were completed.
Joe A requested Joe S to contact CL&P for power. He was still targeting Sept /Oct for
completion.

SILVER/PETRUCELLI CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY REPORT
Steve June reported he was at the site twice a week (Tuesday and Friday). He has six change
orders:

e RCO #17: new curtain drain on East Site of building, $4,168

e RCO #18: revision to electrical room due to fire marshal’s request: $2,440

o RCO #19: soffit changes/cupola flashing repairs: $24,608

o RCO #20: projection screen credit: -$2,864

o RCO #21: lower level millwork design changes (counter tops and sills): $7,237

e RCO #22: flooring change, design: $8,584

These were to be submitted as a change order for a total of $44,173. Ed Monarca made a motion
to approve this CO, seconded by Augie DeFrance. The vote to approve was unanimous.

Joe Aresco indicated that he expects three small additional RCOs.

EAGLE ENVIORNMENTAL

Bob Dobmeier reported that Eagle had monitored during construction and sent an invoice for
$1,750, which was within the budget but some of the items were in different lines from those
approved. Bob was doing an amendment for $1,750 credit and $1,420 addition to contract. Some
changes were due to asbestos on pipe in basement and requiring seven monitoring days (instead
of five). Trevor Davis made a motion to approve these changes as long at the total did not exceed
what was previously approved. Seconded by Augie DeFrance, the motion was approved
unanimously.

FEDERAL HISTORIC TAX CREDITS
Joe Samolis indicated there is no update; the intention will be to reach out to CL&P to purchase
an additional $500K, which would offset bonding costs.

LEED STATUS

Joe Aresco reported he was getting information from Subcontractors, getting MA&M’s
paperwork together, and expected to have some numbers by next meeting. He intended to get
together with John Ireland to compare numbers before then.

AED LOCATION
Joe Samolis said there was an AED currently at the senior center and he planned to move it to
the new senior center. He would like one on each floor, at a cost of about $4,000 for the second,
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Ed Dypa made a motion to purchase, seconded by Augie DeFrance. Ed Dypa wondered if we
could make a list for things the community could donate. The motion was tabled unanimously.

6.0 OTHER BUSINESS

The committee discussed the flagpole and sign location. Ed Dypa made a motion to locate sign
and flagpole near entrance driveway and Larry Riley seconded. The vote to approve was
unanimous.

Joe S met with the Art Guild this morning, they were enthusiastic about using the center for
display. Along with seniors’ art, there would be adequate selection.

Joe S spoke with SHPO about the stair railing at the north and sound ends of the building. SHPO
would rather keep it at the historic height. South Fire district could grant a waiver (authority lies
with local person, would have to appeal to the state). Joe will reach out to fire chief to see if he
would grant a variance.

Ed Dypa reminded the committee that they had agreed to mount a plaque for Eckersley and Hall.
Ron Organek had a photo of one and Joe S will look into finding a photo of the other.

Joe Aresco questioned Annabelle about the kilns. The group determined that the three current
kilns should be repaired (one needed to be rewired for commercial use, the other two needed
repairs, parts are on order). The two moving to the senior center will be moved by the end of
July, in order to hook up hoods. The third kiln, which will not be moving to the new site, will be
available for use at the current senior center until the move.

Bill Wasch asked about staffing. Joe indicated that director interviews would be held in two
weeks and that the site was slated to have another part-time maintenance person.

Annabelle reported that Vinnie at Iliano’s had asked questions about the kitchen. Joe S indicated
those details would be purview of recreation and community services committee. Bob reminded
the group it was not a full commercial kitchen due to the grease trap chosen.

Ed Dypa reminded the contractor that AARP needed a 3 x 4 storage area. SP+A will work also to
find a spot.

Deb said recycling committee asked about composting and wondered if there would be shielding
around dumpsters. Steve June indicated there would be a dumpster pad with fence.

7.0 ADJURNMENT
Chair Samolis asked for a motion to adjourn. Made by Ed Dypa and seconded by Augie De
France, the vote was unanimous and the meeting adjourned at 7:19 PM.
